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Rushy Marsh Pond is located on the south shore of Cape Cod facing Nantucket
Sound. This coastal stretch is characterized by low wave energy and tidal height.
Nevertheless, active tidal inlets have contributed to rapid changes of the shoreline
(map from Aubrey and Gaines, 1982).
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
