Issues discussed:
e The filing was prompted by previous enforcement action. The violation occurred in the buffer zone.

A motion was made to issue a negative determination, with a three-year monitoring/replacement requirement for the
plantings.

e The locus is rated a high-value shellfish habitat rated 9;
e The applicant’s shellfish analysis found low numbers of shellfish;
e The Town Shellfish Biologist found the near shore productive for soft shell clams, but further out, a mud-muck
mix;
e  One of the vessels proposed for berthing satisfied the 30-inch rule; another did not;
e The Commission imposed the 30-inch requirement under its regulations for all boats to be berthed.

Several changes to the plans were requested by the Commission: plans drawn at large format with current mooring
locations shown and adequate soundings indicated.

A motion was made to continue the hearing to September 3" for the plan changes.
