Staff Report:
Nina Coleman addressed the Board:
e The Gatehouse is closed. Call for an appointment to buy your ORV permit. The current permits do
not expire until April 15" 2015.
Winter curfew — must be off the beach by 8 PM. Be aware of the tides.
Reminder: there will only be two categories of ORV permits. Residents and Non Residents. There are
no longer “Sandwich only” permits. Sandwich residents pay the same as Non Residents.
e Arecord number of sea turtles stranding themselves and were rescued at Sandy Neck. Seventy-eight
Ridley Turtles were rescued and 2 Loggerheads and one Loggerhead/Ridley hybrid.
o Still seeing snowy owls — but they are out pass trail 6 and beyond. Stay out of the dunes.

Staff is asking that you do

not walk in the dunes.

This is not good for the
environment and not good

for the Snowy Owils.

Do not get too close to the owils.
